Community;

HAVING EXAMINED the budget proposed by the 
Twenty-first Meeting of the Administration and 
Finance Commission, held in Abuja from 26th 
November to 5th December, 1997; 

ENACTS 

Article 1 

The budget of the Executive Secretariat for the 
1998 .Financial Year, balanced out in revenue and 
expenditure at six million, four hundred and 
twenty-nine thousand, four hundred and fifty 
Units of Account (6,429,450 UA). 

Article 2 

An amount of Five million, eight hundred and 
forty thousand Units of Account (5,840,00 UA) 
shall be derived from the annual contributions of 
Member States.
